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Submission Guidelines

Deadline:  All proposals must be received by 5:00 PM CT January 31, 2009  
Proposals for paper/poster presentations are invited in the following areas: second/foreign language acquisition, classroom interaction, collaborative learning, CALL, CMC, CSCL, multi-user virtual environments, assessment & evaluation, language & culture, literacy, learning modalities, distance education, bilingual education, and teacher education. We encourage teachers, researchers, and students to submit papers exploring progressive practices and ideas that apply current theory and promote interdisciplinary research in the field of Foreign Language Education. Presentations should explore some aspect(s) of the interaction, technology and second language learners in various geographical and cultural contexts. 
An ideal proposal will consider one of the topic areas mentioned above while demonstrating originality in research design, the topic of research, or teaching pedagogy. We encourage the exploration of progressive practices and ideas, ones that apply current perspectives and promote interdisciplinary research in the field of Second/Foreign Language Education. It should be noted that traditional and non-traditional modes of inquiry (e.g. arts-based research & action research) are acceptable. Preference will be given to creative and innovative presentations.  
Paper presentations will be 30 minutes long—20 minutes for the presentation and an additional 10 minutes for discussion and questions. 
Poster presentations are a forum for presenters to engage in active discussion with other conference participants and attendees about a completed research project, a project in developing stages, or teaching and classroom practices by using their posters as a focal point.  Poster presenters will display their research on a large bulletin board (provided at the conference) and bring as handouts a written detailed summary of their work. 
Confirmation of receipt of proposals will be sent electronically. If you do not have access to e-mail, please include a stamped self-addressed envelope with the proposal sheet. 

General Guidelines

· Abstracts submitted must represent original, unpublished research.

· The number of abstracts accepted for presentation by each author will be limited to:  a) a maximum of 1 first authored paper/poster and b) a maximum of 2 co-authored papers/posters. 

· The text of the abstract should be 1 page or less in length, 12 size font, single-spaced with 1” margins. A second page can be added with references and/or figures. The submitted abstract (the text with/without the optional references and/or figures on the second page) should NOT exceed 500 words in length.  
· DO NOT include any identifying information on the abstract.
· DO NOT include bibliographies or biographical data attached to the abstract.  Abstracts will be submitted to blind review.
· Proposals may be submitted in two manners-- by mail or electronically.

Submissions by Mail

· 6 copies of the abstract along with one cover sheet should be sent to TexFLEC 2009.
· The title of the paper must be included with all copies of the abstract.
· Include a copy of the cover sheet with the abstract, but DO NOT staple them together.

Electronic Submissions

· Follow the above general guidelines. 

· Email Submissions to:  Texflec@gmail.com
· Type “TexFLEC 2009 Proposal” in the subject line.
· In the body of the message, include (1) the full names of the presenter(s), (2) the email address(es) of presenter(s), and (3) the type and version of the word-processing program used (NB acceptable formats are MS Word and Corel Word Perfect).

· Download AND complete the proposal cover sheet from the web site and attach this to the email. 
· Attach your abstract as a second file. Follow the general guidelines regarding format.

Criteria for the Evaluation of Proposal Abstracts
Choice of topic: 

· Is the topic relevant to the conference theme?

Research question or issue: 

· Is the problem or research question clearly stated?

· Is the significance of the topic to wider issues or research clear?

· Is the evidence used to support the argument clear?

Implications: 

· Are there implications of pedagogical importance? 

Organization: 

· Does the abstract exceed the 500 words limit?

· Is the abstract written clearly and organized well?
