· she works in the army & perform on soldiers.

· Debt free w/ this program. She would accumulate almost a ¼ million of debt w/o this scholarship 

· She was stationed in Iraq last year (2006)- she was scared & nervous but turned out to great, growing experience. She signed up for the army in 2001 & did not expect what the situation will be in the future.You have to know what you really get yourself into. She is the only woman doctor in her clinic in Iraq – really do learn & gain a lot of diagnostic experiences

· Opportunities for residency program

· Competive salary/benefit/bonuses**not to start out, but once you’ve put our time in/specialist. 

· 30 days paid vacation a year 

· Less stress to produce

· Patriotism and service to our soldiers

· See the world- get stations in germany & france 
· Graduate w/ NO DEBT!

· Whether or not long & short term – she plans to get out the army- she would never change that for anything –great extra training, free continuing classes, great mentorship. The most challenge part of being in the army was being away from home/family for 7 months.
